April 17th is Filing Deadline

According to Announcement 2007-16, released by the IRS on February 20, 2007, U.S. taxpayers will have until Tuesday, April 17, 2007, to file their 2006 federal income tax returns and to pay any taxes due. Taxpayers have extra time to file and pay because April 15 falls on a Sunday in 2007, and the following day, Monday, April 16, is Emancipation Day, a legal holiday in the District of Columbia. 

Taxpayers also have until April 17, 2007, to make tax-year 2006 contributions to a Roth or traditional IRA.
