Senators Gordon H. Smith (R-OR), Kent Conrad (D-ND), John Kerry (D-MA) and Jeff Bingaman (D-NM) have introduced the Women’s Retirement Security Act of 2006 (S. 3951).  The legislation, if enacted, would work to narrow the retirement income gap between men and women by creating new opportunities for retirement saving, and includes provisions for small businesses to realistically offer and maintain a pension plan for their employees.
