President Renews Commitment to Social Security Reform 
In his mid-year budget review, President Bush again stated that his administration is committed to comprehensive Social Security reform.  His reform approach would still be to use personal accounts, effectively resulting in the privatization of Social Security.  In a budget overview statement, President said that he “… will continue to support the cause of comprehensive reform of Social Security to place the program’s finances on sustainable footing for future generations while preserving benefits for those already at or near retirement.” 
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
