IRS Delays Effective Date of 403(b) Treasury Regulations
In IRS News Release IR-2006-136, dated August 29, 2006, the IRS announced it would delay the effective date for Treasury regulations that would affect 403(b) plans.  In order to provide employers, employees, insurance carriers, and mutual funds involved in 403(b) plans a reasonable advance period before the regulations go into effect, the final regulations generally will not be effective earlier than January 1, 2008.
