President Bush Signs Pension Reform Bill 

On August 17, 2006, President Bush signed H.R. 4 the Pension Protection Act of 2006 into law, thereby initiating comprehensive reform for U.S. retirement plans.  The House approved the bill on July 28, 2006, and the Senate passed it without amendment on August 3, 2006.  House Majority Leader John Boehner (R-OH) said the legislation “… represents the most sweeping overhaul to U.S. pension laws in more than 30 years.” 
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
